What to do if your child
develops symptoms of
coronavirus...

If your child is displaying symptoms of
coronavirus at home or is sent home by the
Head of school with coronavirus symptoms,
you must arrange a test for them immediately
and inform the school of the result. Children
displaying symptoms will not be able to return
to school without being tested.

1. To arrange a test you should visit
nhs.uk/ask-for-a-coronavirus-test

2. DO NOT WAIT! Your child should be
tested on the same day they are showing
symptoms, or the next day at the latest.

3. Please let the Head of School (Ms
Richardson) know immediately when you re-
ceive the result of your child& coronavirus test
by calling the school office on 0207 485 8965

4. If your child tests positive for coronavirus,
you will receive a text, email or phone call from
NHS that explains what your result is and what
you need to do next.

5. If your child tests negative for
coronavirus, your child can return to school.
